Year 6 Secondary School Places for 2023

Applications are now open to apply for a
secondary school place for your child.

You have until Monday 31°t October to do
this.

If your child does not pass the Kent Test, and
you have chosen a Grammar School as their
first choice, this choice will automatically be
discounted and your first non-selective school
will be treated as their first choice. You can of
course wait for Kent Test results first though.

Free School Meals

Although children in Year R, 1 and 2 receive
Universal Free School Meals, the school
receives additional funding to spend on the
children if you sign up for Free School Meals
and are eligible.

Your child may be able to get Free School
Meals if you get any of the following:
e Income Support
e Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance
e Income-related Employment and
Support Allowance
e Support Under Part VI of the
Immigration and Asylum Act 1999
e Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not
also entitled to Working Tax Credit and
have an annual gross income of no
more than £16,190.
